Art. 16 was moved and seconded. A discussion followed about the regular flooding of low-lying town roads over the past winter. Road Commissioner, Jim Stump spoke about the study that is underway of Spinney Mill and Indian Rest Roads to determine possible improvements. There will be hearings with MDOT about possible solutions for the flooding of Arrowsic roads to which residents will be invited.
Road Commissioner, Jim Stump, recognized Brian Elwell and his crew for their efforts to clear debris from town roads after storms. He also commended volunteers of the Fire Department for their commitment to the Town during stormy weather.

Moderator Vitelli proposed that Article 16 through Article 40 be considered together and voted on with a single motion and vote. The motion was made to approve the proposal. It was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Moderator Eloise Vitelli made the motion to approve Art. 16 through Art.40 in one vote. The motion was carried and Articles 16 through 40 were approved.

Following the approval of Articles 16 through 40, the question was raised as to why the Fish Commission budget was omitted. Selectboard Chair Briggs explained that several articles were inadvertently omitted from the Warrant and will be considered in a Special Town Meeting Warrant.
  
Art. 41. To see if the Town will vote to draw from surplus such funds as necessary to meet the Town’s legislated responsibilities for providing General Assistance in accordance with the Town’s General Assistance Ordinance passed in 2016. (Actual 23-24, $0).

Art. 41 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 42. To see how the town shall allocate the remaining ARPA funds. Selectmen recommend:  $20,000 to Roads and the remaining $22,973.02 to Water Access to pay down the loan. 

Art. 42 was moved and seconded. Discussion followed regarding the appropriate use of AARPA funds. Selectboard Chair Briggs explained that the allowable use of the funds has expanded to include infrastructure and the purchase of parks.  Arrowsic AARPA funds can be used by the Water Access Committee to help pay for the purchase of water access property. Leftover AARPA monies are also being used for road improvements. 

Road Commissioner Jim Stump spoke about the work that the DOT is doing in Arrowsic. The Wilder Memorial bridge will be painted and the flooding at the 1st marsh on Route 127 is being investigated.  Road work by the town includes repairing the culverts on Old Stage Rd.

Art .42 passed unanimously.

Art. 43. To see if the Town will vote to draw from surplus such funds as necessary to meet the Town’s responsibilities for uncollectible ambulance fees. 

Art. 43 was moved and seconded. The question was asked if there have been any uncollected fees. The Treasurer, Eileen Bonine, responded that $350 remains uncollected.

Art. 43 passed unanimously.

Art. 44. To see what sum the Town will vote to appropriate from surplus for reducing the amount of money to be raised by taxes. Selectmen recommend $20,000.

Art. 46. To see if the Town will vote to continue to allocate all revenues from the sale of shellfish licenses, and any fines received for violation of the Shellfish Conservation Ordinance, to the dedicated Shellfish Conservation Fund, to be used by the Shellfish Conservation Committee for shellfish management, conservation, and ordinance enforcement. Current fund balance: $5,009.69.

Art. 46 was moved, seconded and passed unanimously.

Art. 47. To see if the Town will vote to collect all Watercraft Excise Taxes in a dedicated Water Access Fund.  Current fund balance: $111,187.67.

Art.47 was moved, seconded.  Bob Ater, a member of the Water Access Committee, corrected the number to $97,297.96.  These funds have traditionally gone to the Water Access Account. Mr. Ater indicated that the funds will be used to pay down the mortgage on the property recently acquired by the Town for water access.  The funds will also be used for improvements to the property. 

The amended number was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 48.  Shall an ordinance entitled “Water Access Management Committee (WAMC)” be enacted?

Art. 48 was moved and seconded.  

Board Chairman Briggs explained that Article 48 creates the WAMC and Article 49 defines the responsibilities of the committee. This is being considered by the Town under an ordinance on the recommendation of the Town Attorney.

Art. 48 passed unanimously.




Art. 49. Water Access Management Committee Authority: This ordinance is enacted pursuant to MSRA 30A -§3001 et al, Home Rule Authority. 

Purpose: The Town of Arrowsic hereby establishes the Water Access Management Committee: To assure that the property management needs are met in a timely manner and that as needs change or new understanding is gained there will be a group of people committed to responding in such a way that the water access, adjacent resources and neighborhood are preserved and available now and into the future. Governance: The Water Access Property Management Committee shall be made up of five members appointed by the Arrowsic Select Board to a renewable three-year term. Terms will be set so that no more than two members are scheduled to rotate off in any given year. If there are vacancies, three Committee members may carry out the duties of the Committee, with two people serving as quorum. A Chair shall be elected by the Committee members. 
Duties and Responsibilities: The Committee is tasked with creating, implementing, and annually reviewing the management plan for the Town-owned water access property shown as Lot 44 on Town Tax Map 3. It is the Chair’s responsibility to convene meetings, ensure the Committee fulfills its responsibilities and communicates with the Select Board and residents of Arrowsic. The Committee may from time to time create subcommittees composed of Committee members and/or non-Committee members to fulfill its responsibilities.

Selectboard Chair Briggs advised voters that certain information that was inadvertently left out of the warrant will be considered at a Special Town Meeting.  This includes rules for use of the area – such as no camping, use of firearms, use of alcohol, defacing property, parking regulations and enforcement.  

An additional article left out of the warrant is the approval of the Climate Action Plan. Jody Jones, Chair of the Climate Resilience Committee spoke about the need to create a climate action plan. Throughout the year, Arrowsic citizens have been meeting to discuss climate concerns, priorities and the implementation of a climate action plan. The Climate Action Committee has applied for and received grant funding to address the flooding of Spinney Mill Rd.

Art .49 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 50. To see if the Town will vote to allocate all revenues from dog license fees to a dedicated Animal Control Account and authorize the Selectmen to draw from that account for the purpose of funding animal control work in town.

Art. 50 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 51. To see if the Town will vote to allow the Selectmen to accept and expend the following monies: miscellaneous contributions, donations, grants, and reimbursements.

Art. 51 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously. 

Art. 52. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to draw from surplus such funds as necessary for tax abatements due to overpaid taxes.

Art. 52 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.



Art. 53. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen on behalf of the Town to sell and dispose of any real estate acquired by the Town for nonpayment of taxes, on such terms as they deem advisable, and to execute quit-claim deeds for such property.

Art. 53 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 54. To see if the Town will vote to allocate all proceeds from the sale of tax delinquent property to the Undesignated Surplus.

Art. 54 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 55. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to borrow money from time to time in anticipation of taxes.

Art. 55 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 56. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to utilize balances in Town dedicated funds to postpone or eliminate the need to borrow in anticipation of taxes. Funds reduced in this way would be restored with incoming tax revenues.

Art. 56 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 57. To see what sum the Town will vote to authorize Annual Interest on all taxes paid 60 days after posting. Selectmen recommend 4.0% (State Maximum Allowed—8%).

Art. 57 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 58. To see if the Town will vote to allow any unused paving funds to be carried over to the next Fiscal
Year.

Art. 58 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 59. To see if the Town will vote to allow the Arrowsic Fish Commission to approve a provisional harvest or conservation closure for alewife and blueback herring in 2025. The harvest plan will be submitted by the Fish Commission setting forth the exact conditions under which alewives may be taken, all in accordance with good conservation practices to conserve and protect the Town’s resources. This plan will be submitted to the Department of Marine Resources with Town of Arrowsic approval. If any Municipal rights are sold, monies will be deposited in the designated Alewife Account.

Art. 59 was moved, seconded and approved unanimously.

Art. 60. To see if the town will vote to approve changes to the Arrowsic Zoning Ordinance for compliance with LD 2003.
3.6.5 Accessory Dwellings (6/15/23, 6/13/24)
One accessory dwelling unit may be located on the same lot as a single-family dwelling unit, and need not comply with the minimum lot size per dwelling unit set forth in this Ordinance, so long as it meets all State and local land use requirements, as well as the below standards: 
a)   The creation, conversion to, or construction of a new accessory dwelling shall require a permit to be issued by the Planning Board.
b)   No more than one accessory dwelling unit shall be permitted per lot. 
c)   Accessory dwelling units are not permitted on nonconforming lots of less than 2 acres
c) An accessory dwelling unit shall contain a minimum of 190 square feet, or such greater minimum square footage as adopted by Maine’s Technical Standards Board. An accessory dwelling unit cannot contain more than 850 square feet.
d) An accessory dwelling unit shall be limited to a maximum of two bedrooms.
e) An accessory dwelling unit shall comply with all setback and dimensional requirements with the exception of lot size.
f) An accessory dwelling unit may not be rented for periods of less than 90 days.  Where an accessory dwelling existing as of the effective date of this section was rented on a short-term basis for less than 90-day periods during the 12 months preceding the effective date, the rental shall be considered a nonconforming use.
g) An accessory dwelling unit shall be permitted only where evidence is provided that the use is compliant with the Maine State Subsurface Wastewater Disposal Rules, in the form of written verification from a licensed site evaluator that the accessory dwelling unit will be served by an adequate wastewater disposal system.  Any application for an accessory dwelling unit that will be served by a new wastewater disposal system shall be submitted with form HHE-200 prepared by a licensed site evaluator.

h) An accessory dwelling unit shall be permitted only where evidence is provided demonstrates that the accessory dwelling unit will have sufficient access to potable water.
(i) An applicant for an accessory dwelling unit shall provide a statement from a well or groundwater expert that water supply at the existing well has been sampled and found to be adequate to support the demand of the accessory dwelling unit without causing adverse impact to water quality or quantity for surrounding groundwater users. The Code Enforcement Officer may also request a hydrologist report and/or water quality testing for existing wells if evidence demonstrates that water quantity or quality problems have recently occurred at abutting properties.

If a new well is proposed to serve the ADU, the CEO may in their discretion request the applicant to provide a report from a hydrologist to support adequacy of the water supply.

(ii)  Upon receipt of an application for an accessory dwelling unit, the Code Enforcement Officer shall notify the abutters of the proposed accessory dwelling unit and provide the opportunity for them to comment on any groundwater shortages they have experienced that may have bearing on the application for the accessory dwelling unit.

i) An accessory dwelling unit shall be in conformity with applicable federal, state and local laws, ordinances and regulations.
j) An accessory dwelling unit shall conform with the Shoreland Zoning ordinances.


Art. 60 was moved and seconded. Discussion followed.
Mark Spalding voiced concern about the wording of the ordinance. Vicky Stoneman, Zoning Board Chair, responded.  

The 3.6.5 ADU ordinance was amended to align with LD2003 requirements that towns cannot exclude non-conforming lots from having an ADU in the non-shoreland zone.  Additional language was added to define the process for determining sufficient potable water for ADUs. The wording of the ordinance, recommended by the town attorney, gives the Codes Enforcement Officer more flexibility in determining water usage.  Although some of the language in the ordinance is vague, this can be attributed to a formatting error by the printer.  Ms. Stoneman indicated that the town attorney and the CEO were comfortable with the content and the added language. In addition, portions of the town ordinance that were approved at the 2023 town meeting have been superseded by recent state regulations.  
 
Other changes to the Town Zoning Ordinance were also made to comply with recent state rulings (V evidence in shoreland zone 4.2.2) and state requests (Fuel Storage Tank addition per DEP 3.6.19) and to update state requirements (5.4, 5.5, 4.8.1). 

Ms. Stoneman concluded that if we do not approve the ordinance as written, certain sections will not be in compliance with state regulations. Arrowsic citizens are welcome to suggest amendments to be considered by the Planning Board for addition to the warrant for next year’s town meeting.
Art. 60 was approved with one vote in opposition.
Art. 61. To see if the Town will vote to approve the Arrowsic Zoning Ordinance for compliance with updated state requirements.

1) 5.4 Amendements :
This Ordinance may be amended by majority vote of the town meeting.  The Department of Environmental Protection shall be notified by the Town Clerk of amendments to this Ordinance within 30 days after the effective date of such amendments. 2) 4.2.2 Any application for a Conditional Use Permit shall be accompanied by the following as applicable: (6-17-09) 
a)  A plan showing the shape and dimensions of the lot, location and size of existing buildings or structures, and the location and dimensions of the activity requiring a Conditional Use Permit.
b)  Statement as to present and intended use of buildings and lot.

c)  Distances of existing buildings and proposed activities from lot lines and high water line.
d) All permits needed from the State Government (DEP, etc.) and Federal Government (Army Corp of Engineers, etc.). 
e)  Photographic record required:  In accordance with 38M.R.S. subsection 439-A (10) pre-construction photos and post construction photos are required for development within the Shoreland Zone. In no event shall a Fuel Storage Tank be located closer than the principal structure to the high water line of a water body, tributary stream or upland edge of a wetland.  The Fuel Storage Tank shall meet all other applicable standards and requirements of this Ordinance. (6/13/24)

Art. 62. Shellfish Conservation Ordinance
Adopted June 20, 2001
Revised June 19, 2002
Revised June 11, 2008
Revised June 16, 2016
Revised June 13, 2019 

I. Authority: This ordinance is enacted in accordance with 12 M.R.S.A. Section 6671.

II. Purpose: To establish a shellfish conservation program for the Town of Arrowsic which will ensure the protection and optimum utilization of shellfish resources within its limits. These goals will be achieved by means which may include:

A. Licensing.

B. Limiting the number of shellfish harvesters.

C. Restricting the time and area where digging is permitted.

D. Limiting the minimum size of clams shellfish taken.

E. Limiting the amount of clams shellfish taken daily by a harvester.

III. Shellfish Conservation Committee: The Shellfish Conservation Program for the Town of Arrowsic will be administered by the Shellfish Conservation Committee consisting of five members and two alternates to be appointed by selectmen for staggered terms of three years.
The Committee’s responsibilities include:

A. Establishing annually in conjunction with the Department of Marine Resources the number of shellfish digging licenses to be issued.

B. Surveying each clam shellfish producing area at least once each three years to establish size distribution and density and annually estimating the status of the town’s shellfish resources.

C. Submitting to the Board of Selectmen proposals for the expenditure of funds for the purpose of shellfish conservation.

D. Keeping this ordinance under review and making recommendations for its amendments.

E. Securing and maintaining records of shellfish harvest from the town’s managed shellfish areas and closed areas that are conditionally opened by the Department of Marine Resources.

F. Recommending conservation closures and openings to the Board of Selectman in conjunction with the Area Biologists of the Department of Marine Resources.

G. Submitting an annual report to the Town and the Department of Marine Resources covering the above topics and all other committee activities.

H. Developing such detailed policies and procedures as are necessary to effectively carry out the intent of this ordinance.

I. Other activities consistent with this ordinance.

IV. Definitions: 

A. Resident: The term “resident” refers to a person who has been domiciled in this town for at least six months immediately prior to the time his or her claim of such residence is made, and who shall remain a resident during the period of time the license is valid.

B. Nonresident: The term “nonresident” means anyone not qualified as a resident under this ordinance.

C. Student: The term “student” refers to a person who is between the ages of 12 and 18 inclusive and is a full-time student in a primary or secondary education program. Proof of age and school attendance may be required.

D. Seniority: As used in this ordinance the term “seniority” refers to the number of years in the five-year period immediately preceding the year of license issue, but not earlier than the year 2003, during which a harvester:

(i) held a Commercial Shellfish License in the Town of Arrowsic,

(ii) had no convictions for a violation of the Town Shellfish Conservation Ordinance,

(iii) either fully participated in a scheduled shellfish conservation project or attended at least three meetings of the Shellfish Conservation Committee.

E. Shellfish, Clams and Intertidal Shellfish Resources: When used in the context of this ordinance the words “shellfish”, “clams”, and “intertidal shellfish resources” mean soft shell clams (Mya arenaria), hard clam/quahog (Mercenaria mercenaria), surf clam/hen (Spisula solidissima), razor clam (Ensis directus), American/Eastern oyster (Crassostrea virginicus) and the European oyster (Ostrea edulis).

F. Town: Refers to the Town of Arrowsic, Maine.

G. Limits: The town’s shellfish are found in the intertidal zone, which is defined as “shores, flats or other land below the high-watermark and above subtidal lands,” or as [otherwise] described in DMR statutes (12/63/6671) 12 M.R.S.A. Section 6671.

V. Licensing: 

A. A Town Shellfish Digging License is required. It is unlawful for any person to dig or take shellfish from the shores and flats of this town without having a current license issued by this town as provided by this ordinance. A commercial digger must also have a valid State of Maine commercial shellfish license issued by the Department of Marine Resources but need not purchase the State license before obtaining the Town license.

B. A recreational license will not be issued to an individual who has a State of Maine Commercial Shellfish License issued by the Department of Marine Resources.

C. Designation Scope and Qualifications:

1. Resident Commercial Shellfish License: The license is available to residents of the town and entitles the holder to dig and take any amount of shellfish from the shores and flats of this town and reciprocating municipalities, if any.

2. Nonresident Commercial Shellfish License: The license is available to nonresidents of this town and entitles the holder to dig and take any amount of shellfish from the shores and flats of this town.

3. Residential Recreational Shellfish License: The license is available to residents and real estate taxpayers of this town and entitles the holder to dig and take no more than one peck of combined shellfish or three bushels of surf clams in any one day for personal use.

4. Nonresident Recreational Shellfish License: The license is available to any person not a resident of this town and entitles the holder to dig and take not more than one peck of combined shellfish or three bushels of surf clams in any one day for personal use.

5. A Temporary 3-day Recreational License: This license entitles the holder to dig and take home not more than one peck of combined shellfish or three bushels of surf clams in any day for personal use. This license expires at midnight on the third day after it was issued.

6. License must be signed: The licensee must sign the license to make it valid.

D. Application Procedure: Any person may apply to the Town Clerk for the license required by this ordinance on forms provided by the town. Seniority is not required to apply for a license but will govern the order in which licenses are issued.

1. Contents of Application: The application must be in the form of an affidavit and must contain the applicant’s name, current address, birth date, height, weight, signature and whatever information the town may require.

2. Misrepresentation: Any person who gives false information on a license application will cause said license to become invalid and void.

E. Fees: The fees for the licenses shall be approved by the Select Board and posted at Town Hall and must be paid in full before the license is issued. License fees are not refundable. The Town Clerk shall pay all fees received to the Town Treasurer except for $1.00 of each license which will be retained by the Clerk as payment for issuing the license. Fees received for shellfish licensing shall be used by the town for shellfish management, conservation and enforcement.

1. Commercial COST
a. Resident Commercial: adult $100 student $35
b. Nonresident Commercial: adult $200 student $35
2. Recreational
a. Resident Recreational: $ 10
b. Nonresident Recreational: $ 20
c. Recreational license fees are to be waived for applicants 65 yrs and older and 12 years or younger
d. Temporary three (3) day Recreational license $5

F. Limitation of Diggers: Clam Shellfish resources vary in density and size distribution from year to year over the limited soft shell clam shellfish producing area of the town. It is essential that the town carefully husband its shellfish resources. Following the annual review of the town’s clam shellfish resources, its size distribution, abundance and the warden’s reports, as required by Section 3, the Shellfish Conservation Committee in consultation with the DMR area biologist and selectmen will determine whether limiting commercial or recreational shellfish licenses is an appropriate shellfish management option for the following year.

1. Prior to August November 15, the committee shall report its findings and document recommendations for the allocation of commercial and recreational licenses to be made available for the following license year to the Selectmen and Commissioner of Marine Resources for concurrence.

2. After receiving approval of proposed license allocations from the Commissioner of Marine Resources and Selectmen and prior to September December 15, the Shellfish Conservation Committee shall notify the Town Clerk in writing of the number and allocation of shellfish licenses to be issued.

3. Notice of the number of licenses to be issued and the procedure for application shall be published in a trade or industry publication, or in a newspaper or combination of newspapers with general circulation, which the town consider effective in reaching persons affected, not less than 10 days prior to the period of issuance and shall be posted in the municipal offices until the period concludes.

[bookmark: _Hlk166842645]4. The Town Clerk shall issue licenses to residents and nonresidents as allocated (paragraph 1 above) from October 1 and until January 1 starting the first business day of January. Within each allocation, the precedence of applications received on or before October 1 January 1 shall be determined as follows.

(i) First, previously licensed harvesters by seniority. A lottery shall be used to establish the precedence of harvesters having equal seniority.

(ii) Then, new applicants have no seniority. The precedence of such applications shall be established by a lottery whenever the total number (seniority and new) exceeds the applicable allocation.
After January 1 licenses have been issued as described above on the first business day of January, remaining licenses that have not been issued, or that were issued but not picked up shall be offered first to nonresident applicants remaining from the lottery on a first-come-first-served basis. After January 15 April 1, remaining licenses will be available to all residents and nonresidents (whether they participated in the lottery or not) on a first-come-first-served basis.

5. Licenses not claimed by January 1 or 14 days after notification, whichever is later, may be offered to other applicants. Licenses which are surrendered or revoked for any reason will not be reissued to anyone in the same license year.

G. License Expiration Date: Each license issued under authority of this ordinance expires at midnight on December 31 next following the date of issuance. A 3-day license expires at midnight on third day after it was issued.
H. Reciprocal Harvesting Privileges: Licenses from any other municipality cooperating with this town on a joint shellfish management program may harvest shellfish according to the terms of this license.

I. Revoked: Any shellfish licensee having three convictions for a violation of this ordinance within any 3 consecutive years, shall have his shellfish license automatically revoked for a period of a year.

1. A licensee whose shellfish license has been revoked pursuant to this ordinance may reapply for a license only after the revocation period has expired.

2. The revocation shall be effective from the date of mailing of a Notice of Revocation by the Town Clerk to the Licensee.

3. Any licensee whose shellfish license has automatically been revoked pursuant to this section shall be entitled to a hearing before the Shellfish Conservation Committee upon the filing of a written Request for Hearing with the Town Clerk within thirty (30) days following the effective date of revocation. The licensee may appeal the decision of the Shellfish Conservation Committee before the Board of Selectmen by filing a written Request for Appeal with the Town Clerk within seven (7) days of the decision of the Shellfish Conservation Committee

VI. Opening and Closing of Flats: The Selectmen, upon the approval of the Commissioner of Marine Resources, may open and close areas for shellfish harvest. Upon recommendations of the Shellfish Conservation Committee and concurrence of the Department of Marine Resources area biologist that the status of shellfish resource and other factors bearing on sound management indicate that an area should be opened or closed, the Selectmen may call a public hearing and shall send a copy of the notice to the Department of Marine Resources. The decision of the Selectmen made after the hearing shall be based on findings of fact.

VII. Harvesting: The harvesting of shellfish within the town of Arrowsic is permitted only during those hours starting 1/2 hour before sunrise and ending 1/2 hour after sunset. It is unlawful to harvest shellfish using artificial light at any time.
It shall be unlawful for any person to harvest, take or possess shellfish from any areas closed by the town of Arrowsic in accordance with DMR Regulations, Chapter 7. 13-188 CMR ch. 7. Harvesting shellfish in a closed area is a violation of this municipality’s ordinance and is punishable under MSRA Title 12 12 M.R.S.A. §6671. Boundaries of conservation closures are explicitly defined in the conservation closure application submitted by the town of Arrowsic to DMR and are part of the resulting permit issued by DMR. These permits are posted at the town office and online on the DMR Nearshore Marine Resources Program website. http://www.maine.gov/dmr/shellfish-sanitationmanagement/programs/municipal/ordinances/towninfo.html.

VIII. Minimum Legal Size of Soft Shell Clams shellfish: Within the Town of Arrowsic, iIt is unlawful for any person to possess soft shell clams which are less than two (2) inches in the longest diameter except as provided by Subsection B of this section to the amount of not more than ten (10) percent of any lot; quahogs which are less than one (1) inch at the hinge to the amount of not more than five (5) percent of any lot; razor clams which are less than four (4) inches in length to the amount of not more than ten (10) percent of any lot; American oysters which are less than two and a half (2.5) inches in the longest diameter to the amount of not more than ten (10) percent of any lot; or European oysters which are less than three (3) inches in the longest diameter to the amount of not more than ten (10) percent of any lot.

A. Definitions:

[bookmark: _Hlk166843589]1. Lot: The word “lot” as used in this ordinance means the total number of soft shell clams shellfish in any bulk pile. Where soft shell clams shellfish are in a box, barrel, or other container, the contents of each box, barrel, or other container constitutes a separate lot.

2. Possess: For the purpose of this section, “possess” means dig, take, harvest, ship, transport, hold, buy and sell retail and wholesale soft shell clams shellfish shell stock.


B. Tolerance: Any person may possess soft shell clams that are less than two inches if they comprise less than 10% of any lot.The tolerance shall be determined by count of not less than one peck nor more than four pecks taken at random from various parts of the lot or by a count of the entire lot if it contains less than one peck.

IX. Stopping for inspection
A. It shall be unlawful for the operator of a motor vehicle, boat, vessel, or conveyance of any kind, or any person:
1. To fail or refuse to stop immediately upon request or signal of any municipal shellfish conservation warden in uniform.
2. After he has stopped, to fail to remain stopped until the Warden reaches his immediate vicinity and makes known to that operator the reason for the request or signal.
3. To fail or refuse to stand by immediately for inspection on request of the Warden.
4. Who has been requested or signaled to stop by the Warden to throw or dump into any water any marine organism, or any pail, bag, barrel or other container of any type, or the contents thereof, before the municipal Warden has inspected the same.
X. Penalty: A person who violates this ordinance shall be punished as provided by 12 M.R.S.A. Section 6671 (10).
XI. Effective Date: This ordinance, which has been approved by the Commissioner of Marine Resources, shall come into effect upon its adoption by the town provided a certified copy of the ordinance is filed with the Commissioner within twenty (20) days of its adoption.
XII. Separability: If any section, subsection, sentence or part of this ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decisions shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. 
XIII. Repeal: Any ordinance regulating the harvesting or conservation of shellfish in the town and any provisions of any other town ordinance which is inconsistent with this ordinance is hereby repealed.
Art. 62 was moved and seconded. Lisa Margonelli, Chair of the Shellfish committee explained that these changes were recommended by the State to keep the town in compliance with State Regulations.
Art. 62 was approved unanimously.
